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AAP takes a stand versus the RFID 
 
  Imagine breathing air in a less polluted environment, a peaceful and orderly 

community, being protected against crime, no more traffic jams and a better country with 
you living in it,ò says the Land Transportation Officeôs infomercial about the Radio 
Frequency Identification (RFID) System that will tag motor vehicles with a sticker 
embedded with a microchip. The microchip stores two kilobytes of data which can be 
retrieved by a handheld or fixed RFID reader. Imagine that the RFID tag will bring us a 
step closer to all these promised benefits ï but will it really? 
 

The Automobile Association Philippines, the 
largest and oldest existing motoring organization in the 
country, generally aims to ñmaintain the rights and 
privileges of all persons who own or are interested in 
motor vehicles.ò Specifically, one of AAPôs primary 
goals is to ñcooperate in securing rational legislation for 
the advancement, promotion and protection of the 
interests of users of motor vehicles, to protect owners 
and users thereof against unjust or unreasonable 
legislation, and to secure the enactment of proper 
ordinances and regulations governing the use of such 
vehicles.ò 

 
Aware of its primary goal to protect motorists against unjust or unreasonable legislation, 

AAP did some research on the LTOôs proposed RFID tagging of motor vehicles. Now, AAP has 
come to the conclusion that motor vehicle owners stand to suffer direct injury from the 
implementation of the RFID system. 

 
Invasion of Privacy 

The LTO assures the motoring public that the RFID System cannot be used to spy on 
individuals as well as for harassment as it has no global positioning system (GPS) capability 
and no contact information on the RFID tag that can only be read at a range of 10 meters and 
traveling at not more than 140 kph. Only the motor vehicleôs file, engine, chassis and plate 
number, color, make, series, model year, body type, classification, ownerôs name, last 
registration date and traffic violations, both settled and unsettled are stored on the tag. The 
RFID tag on public utility vehicles will also carry their franchise and route.  
 

LTO Memorandum Circular No. ACL-2009-1199 which contains the implementing rules 
and regulations of the RFID System states that ñéthe implementation of the Radio Frequency 
Identification (ñRFIDò) technology as an enhancement of the LTO IT Project and for the 
improvement of DOTC/LTOôs general and specific services (hereinafter the ñRFID Projectò); 
including other LTO concerns such as vehicle identification, anti-carnapping, anti-colorum and 
law enforcement and traffic adjudication.ò 

 
The Commission on Human Rights has stated that the RFID system has proper 

safeguards and will not violate the motoristsô rights to privacy, but AAP believes otherwise 
because LTO Memorandum Circular No. ACL-2009-1199 does not specifically state for what it 
will use the information. As citizens, we have the right to privacy which requires that: the rule 
must be narrowly focused; and there should be a compelling interest justifying the intrusion into 
our right to privacy. 



 
Although only those authorized readers can have access to the information embedded 

on the RFID tag, this does not erase the possibility of misuse and transfer of personal 
information gathered through the system. Once the reader gets the information from the 
database, the main system will know where you are and those manning the database may have 
other motives. In addition, if a rule or a regulation will affect the substantive rights of the people, 
the right to privacy in this case, it should be approved by Congress. 
 
No consultations 

The RFID system was originally set for implementation on October 1, 2009, but the LTO 
heeded the call of some private and public transport groups for its postponement to give way to 
public consultations. Its implementation was reset to January 2010.  

 
Prior to its original implementation date, the LTO conducted a consultation only with the 

public transport sector and related cause-oriented groups on February 11 and 19 in Manila, 
Cebu and Davao. However, AAP was never invited and has not heard of any consultation with 
private motorists prior to its original implementation date. 

  
It was only after the postponement of the RFID Systemôs implementation was 

announced that AAP was invited to a meeting with LTO Chief Arturo Lomibao who purportedly 
wanted to clarify speculations about the RFID. But this meeting was reset three times by 
Lomibao and never actually took place. AAP says that the LTO should have explained the RFID 
System to the general motoring public long before its supposed implementation.  

 
Some motorists are also questioning the collection of a fee for a service that is not yet 

operational. The LTO admitted that the RFID System will not be operational until October or 
November 2010 when the RFID readers arrive. Moreover, the P350 RFID fee collected from 
motorists was not even reflected in the LTOôs original receipt of vehicle registration.  Instead, it 
was added to the existing computerization fee.  
 
Burden on motorists 

The LTO claims that the RFID will make the motor vehicle registration system faster and 
easier, address the colorum problem, assist and deter crimes such as carnapping and 
smuggling, and eradicate the non-appearance of vehicles subject to smoke emission testing, 
thereby ensuring the roadworthiness of vehicles. The LTO also points out that colorums and 
stolen vehicles would be easier to identify since the RFID tag through the reader has real-time 
access to the LTO database. 

 
These promised benefits would undoubtedly be welcomed by motorists. However, why 

should the motoring public be burdened by the cost of the tasks that are rightfully mandated by 
law to the LTO, such as the inspection and registration of motor vehicles and enforcement of 
land transportation rules and regulations? If the LTO justifies  the RFID system by alleging that it 
will promote safety and order on our roads, then the cost of the RFID tag should be taken from 
the proceeds of the Road Userôs tax which was created òfor the installation of adequate and 
efficient traffic lights and road safety devices.ò 
 

 Republic Act 4136 or the Land Transportation and Traffic Code and the draft of the 
Road Safety Act of the Philippines contain traffic and road safety regulations to adequately 
address the chaos on our roads if only those regulations were strictly enforced.  
 



The key problem is the lack or absence of enforcement, not obsolete technology or lack 
of information or insufficient legislation. Granted, RFID technology is available and used globally 
-- but no matter how advanced the technology is, if our traffic enforcers do not effectively and 
strictly implement traffic regulations, then we are back to the same old story of a bad workman 
blaming his tools.

Almost three years ago, I bought a new car from a local dealer. They included a quote 

for comprehensive coverage of more than P40,000. Then the dealer said that they were able to 
get me a good discount; that it would only cost me P37,000 plus. Remembering that AAP 
already carried insurance products for members, I called the office and asked for a quotation. 
Through AAP, comprehensive insurance on that new car cost me only P24,000 plus! 
Including ñacts of Godò. Wow! 

  
Today, the comprehensive insurance on all my cars and those of my children, are

Prioritizing Safety 
From FIA In Motion, Issue 6, August 9, 2009 
 
 

After the President of AA Philippines was killed in a road accident in 2005, Gus 
Lagman was asked to take over the role. Since then, Lagmanôs presidency has been 
geared towards stopping such road tragedies from being repeated. 

 
In 2005, a tragic set of events led to Gus Lagman becoming President of the Automobile 

Association Philippines (AAP). Antonio Mapa, the incumbent president, was killed in a road 
accident near his family farm and Lagman, who was vice president at the time, was asked to 
take over. 

 But Lagman has never forgotten the circumstances which led him to take up the role 
and has worked hard to ensure the AAPôs efforts are always focused on road safety. 

 
Lagman says: ñRoad safety projects are a major focus for the AAP. We are currently 

working very closely with the state university's National Center for Transportation Studies 
(NCTS). As well as being sponsors, the AAP set up the 500-hectare university campus as a 
model Traffic Safety Zone. 
 

ñFrom this project, we helped install some 200 road signs, re-design the traffic flow 
within the campus, designate a bike lane, train the traffic enforcers and provide them with bikes 
and other tools. A big classroom at the NCTS was also re-furbished and equipped with a 
PC/LCD projector for the purpose of retraining public utility vehicle drivers who are often the 
cause of many fatal road accidents.ò 
 

This road safety project is just one of many. For example, the AAP recently set up a 
hotline that motorists can call when they see dangerous areas on the road. AAP then relays the 
information to the relevant government agencies.  
 

Meanwhile, other road safety projects are on the drawing board and planned for 
implementation this year. For Lagman, these projects have been very important and the defining 
mark of his presidency. 
 

He says: ñThe road safety projects we have accomplished make me very proud: the 
model Traffic Safety Zone, the re-training of public utility vehicle drivers, the call center, and the 
road safety conferences and seminars. These activities have not only caught the eye of 
government  but also of the general public thanks to the regular progress report in our motoring 
supplement that comes out every two months with the Philippineôs leading daily newspaper.ò 
 

These projects are crucial for the position of the AAP, as the club sees itself first and 
foremost as an advocacy group. With such a strong presence in the field of road safety, the 
AAP is able to bring about real change in the country. For instance, the club is the leading 
private sector participant in the technical working group that is finalising the Philippines Road 
Safety Act. This initiative aims to amend the existing outdated laws covering traffic and also add 
further road safety provisions. 
 

This close relationship with the government on road safety is also allowing the AAP to 
play an important role in preparations for the Moscow road safety ministerial taking place in 
November 2009. 



 
Lagman says: ñThe AAP has very close relations with the concerned government 

agencies like the Department of Transportation and Communications, the Land Transportation 
and Regulatory Board and the Land Transportation Office. We will work with them in preparing 
the Philippines paper, which will embody our countryôs position with respect to the issues that 
will be discussed during the Moscow ministerial in November.ò 
 

Lagman is proud of his involvement in this work but admits that his career could have 
been very different after he graduated from the University of the Philippines in the 1960s with a 
degree in mechanical engineering. With a keen interest in computing, he went straight into a 
career in IT, landing a job with IBM ï worlds away from the work of the AAP.  
 

His only connection with the club at the time was rallying, a sport in which he was 
involved for most of the 1960s and 1970s. 
 

Lagman says: ñMy involvement with the club started in 2001 when I was invited by some 
of the AAP directors to join. At the time there was a vacancy on the board and I knew many of 
the board members from my rallying days.ò 
 

He was elected treasurer that same year and then vice president in 2004, positions that 
he occupied on a voluntary basis like his fellow board members. Indeed, Lagman never strayed 
from computers and continues to run a highly-successful software company alongside his AAP 
role. 
 

Lagman has used his skills developed in the private sector to help streamline the clubôs 
operations. He says: ñDuring the first few years of my membership on the Board of Directors the 
AAP did not have an operations management team to speak of. Fortunately, we had a strong 
team in the Board, so most of the directors pitched in managing the day-to-day affairs of the 
association. Since then, we started conducting management training for our employees, which 
is now an ongoing internal activity.ò 
 

A further part of this process will be the hiring of a new Executive Director who will take 
control of secretarial management. Lagman says: ñWe expect that he will be able to build up a 
strong management team very quickly. The Board can then concentrate more on policy-making 
and planning for the future, rather than on handling operations issues.ò 
 

That will enable Lagman to concentrate on other key policy areas for the club. The AAP 
is already leading the Make Cars Green campaign in the Philippines, and continues to promote 
greener motoring tips to members of the public at all AAP events. The club is also the National 
Sporting Authority sanctioning and monitoring all motor sport in the country, with an event taking 
place nearly every week including circuit racing, drag racing, off road racing, hill climb, car 
rallying, rally cross, and karting. 
 

With a new management structure in place, Lagman is looking forward to moving up a 
gear in his efforts to deal with all policy issues affecting his club and its members. 

 
 
 
 
 
 



AAP to help promote helmet use among 
motorcycle-riding children 
 

Motorcycles have become one of the moist popular means of transportation in 
many Asian countries. Unfortunately, helmet use is often disregarded, resulting in a growing 
number of motorcycle-related accidents involving young individuals. To address this road safety 
problem, the Asia Injury Prevention (AIP), in partnership with the Federation Inernationale de 
IôAutomobile (FIA) Foundation and the World Bank Global Road Safety Facility, launched Global 
Helmet Vaccine Initiative (GHVI) on November 18, 2009 in Moscow.  GHVI aims to promote 
helmet use across the developing world by working in partnership with governments, the private 
sector and non-governmental organizations.  

 
In a press release, David Ward, director general of the FIA Foundation said that a 

motorcycle helmet is a simple, cheap and highly effective vaccine for serious head injuries on 
the road. The FIA Foundation sees GHVI as a priority initiative of a safe systems approach to 
road injury prevention.  
 

According to AIP, 1.2 million victims between ages 15 to 45 were killed in accidents 
involving motorcycles every year. AIP and its partner organizations acknowledge the need for a 
united effort from the international community to encourage legislative changes, public 
awareness, political will and investment decisions that can promote helmet use across the 
globe.  
 

Motorcycle helmets exclusively manufactured by Protec Helmet Factory, the worldôs first 
non-profit helmet factory, will be distributed in selected Asian countries. The Protec helmets are 
systematically designed to cater to the needs of Vietnamese and other South Asian consumers 
to make wearing helmets more comfortable. 
 

After the success of the GHVI project in Vietnam, it will be replicated and shared with 
other developing countries throughout South Asia, Africa and Latin America where most 
motorcycle riders do not use helmets. The proposed pilot countries of the GHVI include the 
Philippines, Uganda, Costa Rica, Uruguay and Senegal. The AIP has already initiated a 
campaign on helmet use for children in Laos and Cambodia.
